In 2005, the Center for Food Safety releasletsanto vs. U.S. Farmets
groundbreaking report which documents the Mons@umpany’s unprecedented use of patents
and restrictive licensing agreements to investigate sue farmers for suspected seed-saving.
Monsanto and its hired investigators continue t@$s, intimidate and prosecute U.S. farmers,
primarily in cases involving the alleged saving aeplanting of the company’s Roundup Ready
soybeans. Below, we provide an update on the nuarigkstatus of recorded lawsuits filed by
Monsanto against U.S. farmérsror the first time, we also provide estimateseblasn
Monsanto Company documents that encompass the mohcommon outcome of cases
brought by Monsanto against farmers — confidentiat;of-court settlements that go unrecorded
in public court records.

Number of Lawsuits Filed Against U.S. Farmers:
As of October 26, 2007, Monsanto had filed 112 latgsagainst farmers for alleged
violatsiaons of its Technology Agreement and/or isdgnts on genetically engineered
seeds.

These cases have involved 372 farmers and 49 famallbusinesses

Monsanto filed 7 lawsuits against farmers in 208 2006, and 10 in the first ten
months of 2007 (through October')6

Out-of-Court Settlements

These recorded judgments fail to convey a trueupgcdf the scope of Monsanto’s
aggressive actions against U.S. farmers. Thigs¢suse the majority of cases brought by
Monsanto end in confidential, out-of-court settlentse Press reports and Monsanto’s own
statements suggest that the company investigatehly500 farmers each yern one case,
Monsanto vs. McFarlingDistrict Court Judge Catherine D. Perry stated:ttjtlhe vast majority
of cas%s filed by Monsanto against farmers havae bettled before any extensive litigation took
place.’
